Here are the results from the Adult-Child Fishing Tournament held today on 

Saturday August 12th, 2023.  We had a total of 11 teams fishing the 

tournament, with a total of 37 anglers comprising the teams. 

 

The anglers experienced a fishing day with clear sunny skies, temperatures at 

the start-up were in the mid 60's rising to the mid 70's by the 3:00 PM 

finish time.  The morning winds were in the 10 to 13 mph range, gusting to 

21 mph, lightening up toward the end of the fishing day.  The teams found 

the majority of their fish at differing depths, with many different 

presentations proving effective.  Most of the teams used a number of 

presentations to boat their fish, presentations included a combination of slip-

bobbers, casting of jigs tipped with plastic or live-bait, pitching crank-baits 

in the shallows, using bottom bouncers with spinners, long line trolling crank-

baits and trolling crank-baits using lead-core. 

 

The teams after the 3:00 PM finish time trailered their rigs up into 

Graham's Island Sivert Center area for the weigh-in, the awards ceremony 

and a meal.  The anglers enjoyed a meal of 1/4 lb. outside the bun hot dogs, 

chips and enjoyed ice cream sandwiches for dessert.  The anglers were 

treated to Pepsi products supplied by Craig Reierson and North Dakota grown 

Honey based drinks supplied by Absolute Honey representatives Cory 

Schwarz, Candace and Oaklee Molitor.  An enjoyable afternoon of fellowship 

was experienced amongst all the anglers.

White Bass: - 27 White Bass caught @ 48.57 lbs. = an average weight of 

1.80 lbs. per fish
